Meeting called to order by Supervisor Doug Stavenau at 7:00pm, followed by the Pledge of Allegiance.

Clerk Kathy Klawiter, read September’s meeting minutes. Clarified wording regarding the payment of the bills for that evening and the future ones that we have yet to receive for the month. The Township received the $2,700 will need to be coded to the fire dept budget. There was discussion regarding the attendance not listed on the minutes, the attendance sheet is going to be attached to the final hard copy minutes that are filed at the townhall. Rich made a motion to approve the meeting minutes, including the clarification of the wording regarding payment of the bills. Doug seconded. Approved.

Steve Weiser questioned the Board on regarding why the Township would recommend going forward with approving the variances to build within 1000 feet of a feedlot. Mr. Weiser was advised that the Board did not sign the acknowledgement form to say the board approved it.  The form has three options and the board signed the option that read: “Sign below this entry acknowledging the petitioner advised the Town Board of the proposal and the Board has no comments regarding the request. The petitioner will return the signed form to the Planning Department with staff informing the Board of Adjustment or the Planning Commission the Township has provided no comments”. 
Fire Department Report:
1. No Fire Chief or Assistant Fire Chief present at meeting.
2. Received the Compeer Grant
3. As of today, (10/9/25), no grant money has been received. We have received the invoice for the 7 sets of turnout gear. It has been confirmed that we haven’t received the turnout gear. It usually takes 8-10 weeks before it arrives and it was ordered approx. 2 weeks ago. Once the grant money has been received, the invoice can be paid.  
4. Fire School is finished, all have tested out. There is 1 Hazmat and 1 written test that has to be redone. Next Saturday, 10/18, there is burn box practice and retesting.
5. Oil Changes next week.
6. Graphics will be getting completed.
7. Firehouse Subs Grant has been submitted.
Road Report: 
· List for 2026 has been started, rock, grading, and we will go over more at a future meeting. If you have something that needs to be on there, please let someone on the Board know.
· Willie will be out with the boom mower and Carl will be working on the ditches.
· We will need to start a line of credit or an account at DeBauche.
· Doug and Carl are working on a water diversion, noted with a marker, on Duane Drive to stop the water from going into other residents’ yards. This is a short-term solution for now. 
· Bob Bruno – New Richmond Township may be requesting to hire New Hartford Township for grading in a contract. Mr. Bruno will let us know next week.
Old Business: 
a. Doug motioned to pay the approved claims, including the six outstanding bills, Xcel Energy, 2 from Cornerstone, Mi Energy, Kwik Trip, and Waste Management. Rich Seconded. Approved.
The invoice from Great Plains will not be paid until the grant money has been received and we have received the turnout gear.
b. Doug will get the electronic message board done in October.
c. Doug looked at new keypad locks for the building that will match the same ones that are on the fire department doors. They are approximately (residential) $150/each. There was a bid for 2 in the town hall.  
d. Amazon account & Spending Flow Charts – Kathy and Lori weren’t able to meet with Cody. This is being tabled to a future meeting.
e. New Hire for Maintenance position: There was two people that were interviewed for the position and it was recommended to the Board to extend the job offer to Josh Dummer, with clean background, reference, and drivers license checks. We will need to verify that he does have a Class B license. Starting wage will be $27/hr with a 3 month probationary period. At 3 months, the Board will review with the possibility of a wage increase at that time. Willie Erdmann will be his direct supervisor, whose wage will also be looked at after 3 months. Larry made a motion to extend the offer to Mr. Dummer with the requirements met and to look at Mr. Erdmann’s wage after Mr. Dummer’s probationary period. Doug seconded. Approved. 
f. *Note Only: Bob Bruno will turn in training invoice for NARS, 4 hours training at Olmsted County.
New Business:
1. Clerk’s Report: 
a. Thomas White, who lives on Echo Lane Dr. wants to replace a bridge with a box culvert in his driveway and is inquiring who is responsible for paying for the new box culvert. As this is his personal driveway, he will need to talk to DNR in Lake City and have the land surveyed. This will fall back on the landowner. We will reach out to him and advise him of this. 
b. Karen Gordon has a 40 acre parcel of land in New Hartford township that is landlocked. She is looking at possibly selling and is in need of an easement. The Township can’t offer advice on this matter and we will advise her that she needs to reach out to Winona County.
